
Applicant may not have any of the following:

¨   Felony conviction or diversion;*

¨   Within five years preceding application:*

·  Convicted or placed on diversion two or
more times for driving under the influence
of alcohol or drugs,

·  Misdemeanor conviction or diversion
under the provisions of the Uniformed
Controlled Substances Act,

·  Convicted or placed on diversion for a
domestic violence misdemeanor,

·  Convicted or placed on diversion for
carrying a concealed weapon while under
the influence of alcohol/drugs,

·  Convicted or placed on diversion for
carrying a concealed weapon without a
license.

*  If an applicant has had a felony conviction or diversion expunged,
the applicant must wait 5 years from the date they were eligible to
expunge that record before applying for a license. If an applicant has
an expunged disqualifying misdemeanor offense, 5 years must have
elapsed between the date of application and the date of conviction or
diversion. Expunged juvenile adjudications are not disqualifying
events.

Applicant Disqualifying F actors ¨   Cannot be in
contempt of court
in a child support
proceeding;

¨   Applicant cannot
be under a current
criminal charge or
indictment for an
offense that would
render the person
ineligible for a license;

¨   Ajudged disabled and
appointed a guardian or
conservator under the
Kansas Act, unless the
individual has been
restored to capacity for
at least three years;

¨   Subject to any of the
following restraining orders:

·  Protection from abuse/stalking,

·  Divorce,

·  Child-in-need-of-care.

¨   No person ordered by the court to receive
treatment for mental illness or alcohol/substance
abuse is allowed to have a concealed carry license
unless the person has a certificate issued by a
court, at least five (5) years prior to the date of
application, restoring the applicant’s ability to
possess a firearm; and

¨   Applicant cannot have a dishonorable
discharge from the military.

¨   No physical infirmities or disabilities that
prevent safe handling of a firearm.

¨   Must complete an
8-hour weapons safety
and training course and
obtain a certificate of
completion from a
certified instructor.

¨   Fill out a 4-page
application form and attach a 2"x 2" passport
type color photograph.

¨   Acquire two cashier’s checks or money
orders made payable to the county Sheriff
($40) and the Kansas Attorney General ($110).

¨   Submit in person the completed application
with photo, training certificate, and checks to
the Sheriff in the county of residence.

¨   The county Sheriff will fingerprint the
applicant and forward the entire packet to the
Attorney General for processing.

¨   Processing the application and issuing the
license approval takes a minimum of 45 days,
but by law cannot exceed 90 days.

Overview
The Kansas Personal and
Family Protection Act,
which permits the
carrying of concealed
handguns by licensed
Kansas citizens, became law on July 1, 2006.
The first licenses were issued in January,
2007. Applicants for the concealed carry
license must acknowledge that the permit is
being obtained for personal protection.

Applicant Requirements:

Concealed carry license applicants must be:

¨   21 years of age;

¨   A citizen of the United States;

¨   A resident of Kansas for six months prior
to application, and;

¨   A resident of the county where applying.
